Late Arrival and Early Departure

Students being dropped off late to school must be
signed in at the office under parent supervision

In the case of early departure from school a reminder

that a blue early departure form must be collected and
completed at the office.

OR CODE CHECK INS

The use of Service Victoria QR codes for electronic record
keeping is mandatory for all workplaces to enable the
effective contact tracing of any COVID-19 cases.

This now includes all education sector workplaces, including
schools. Daylesford, Drummond & Yandoit Primary schools
each have their QR codes displayed at entries to buildings for
check in.
